dentistry and the changes on the horizon may influence our 

overall job satisfaction.  In the coming weeks you will be hear-
ing more details about this project.  
 

As Rhonda finished her remarks last night she handed each of 
us a survey inviting our feedback and comments.   I invite you 

to provide your feedback and insights to the society.    These 
surveys will be a great resource to help us understand how we 
can make our work more meaningful amidst the changes and 

pressures that we are all facing.
